Three Key Federal Laws Affecting Real Estate Indust  ry
Wall Street Reform Signed into Law

President Obama signed the 2,300-page bill, called the Dodd-
Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act, into
law July 21. The law allows for the crafting of numerous new
rules and regulations concerning real estate finance, such as
reforming subprime and other non-standard mortgage
products. A new Consumer Financial Protection Bureau will
have new oversight of financial services firms with the goal of
increasing consumer protection. For example, there may be
disincentives for lenders to originate loans for consumers that
might not be the best possible loan for the consumer. In
addition, lenders originating stated income loans will be
required to confirm a borrower has the ability to meet loan
repayment terms.

Flood Insurance Extended

President Obama also signed an extension of the National
Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) into law, extending the
program without a gap, until September 30, even though
technically there was a lapse in the program.

Tax Credit closing Date Extended to September 30
Tax credit-eligible homes may now close as late as
September 30, 2010.

Real Estate Industry Issues Prominent Among

Candidates

From proposals to freeze, reduce, delay, or even eliminate for
one year, property taxes, real estate issues are gaining
significant attention from candidates running for the state
legislature and Governor. Republican candidate Mark
Neumann recently proposed a dramatic change to paying
property taxes, claiming an $11 billion savings for tax payers,
although it remains unclear whether or not the savings is
permanent, or simply a delay in payment. Democratic
candidate and current Milwaukee Mayor Tom Barrett stated
he will seek to propose a budge which freezes property taxes.
The other major candidate, Republican Scott Walker,
continues promoting his record as Milwaukee County
Executive, with claims of introducing zero property tax
increase budgets for nearly a decade. No matter how one
views the current field of candidates for various offices up for
election this fall, it is becoming increasingly clear that real
estate industry issues will be a part of many candidates’
platforms.

State Election Lineup in Racine County

Voters in the greater Racine area will cast ballots for
various statewide candidates such as Attorney General
and Governor, as well as a U.S. Senator and U.S.
Representative. In addition, they also choose who
represents them in the state legislature. Racine County
essentially has four legislative seats, all of which are up
for election this year. According to the State of
Wisconsin, Government Accountability Board, the
following individuals have qualified for the fall election
cycle in races that Racine area voters will see on their
ballots for the state legislature.
